 ANAMOOSE JDA MEETING MINUTES

10-9-2024

President Ewert called the Anamoose JDA Board meeting to order this 9th day of October 2024, at 7:02 pm at City Hall. Goodwin, Martin, Ammon, and Dusek were present. Stafford and Rudnick were absent. Also present were Jesse Turner, Heidi Christianson, and Laurel Schnase, City Auditor.

Minutes of the 9-4-2024 regular meeting were read and approved. Goodwin/Dusek. AIF

Treasurer’s Report was submitted and accepted with a balance of $12,487.04.  Dusek/Martin. AIF


New Business:

Carla Helm has submitted a second time sheet for cleaning the 1909 Steakhouse dining room and kitchen. Motion to pay Helm $1,375.00. Martin/Ammon. AIF  Schnase sent a request to the Anamoose Civic Club to help pay for the total cost of cleaning thus far. They approved the request, and the JDA received a check for $2,537.50.

City Hall received a $1,000.00 security deposit from Dave Olson. His bid for the Food Hub building was the only closed bid received. Motion to accept the $12,000.00 bid and sell the previous Food Hub building at 707 Main Street to Dave Olson. Martin/Dusek. AIF Schnase was asked to contact Nyhus Law Firm to prepare a purchase agreement, and a warranty deed for the sale of the building. 

Turner and Christianson were present to discuss with the board the details of their business plan, and to decide on how the lease agreement will be handled. Turner stated that he is planning to open the 1909 Steakhouse for business on October 17, 2024. The opening date is dependent on the ND Health Department inspection. The business will be open Thursday – Saturday 4:00-9:00 pm, and Sunday 8:00 am – 2:00 pm.  A class K fire extinguisher has been ordered from Dakota Fire Extinguishers of Minot and will be delivered prior to the opening date. The board decided to waive the rent and the security and propane deposits until January 1, 2025. The board also agreed to pay for the building’s utilities until December 1, 2024. After two months, the board will meet with Turner and discuss how his business is going and decide on lease and deposit amounts. Also, the board informed Turner that the City of Anamoose will need to be listed as ‘additionally insured’ on his liability insurance policy. 

The JDA checking account used to pay for expenses for the 1909 Steakhouse has a low balance. Motion to transfer $4,000.00 from the JDA account to the 1909 Steakhouse account. Ammon/Martin. AIF
