 ANAMOOSE JDA MEETING MINUTES

8-6-2025

President Ewert called the Anamoose JDA Board meeting to order this 8th day of August 2025, at 7:05 pm at City Hall. Martin, Rudnick, Stafford, and Dusek were present. Ammon was absent. Also present were Jesse Turner, and Laurel Schnase, City Auditor.

Minutes of the 4-15-2025 regular meeting were read and approved. Rudnick/Dusek. AIF

Treasurer’s Report was submitted and accepted with a balance of $14,483.16.  Martin/Stafford. AIF



New Business:

Turner was present to request that a hydrant be installed outside the 1909 Steakhouse to be used for cleaning the air conditioner and filters for the kitchen hood. He also asked if the basement could have the proper wiring and venting installed to be able to bake bread for his restaurant. President Ewert asked that bids be gathered for the two projects and report back at the next meeting. Turner informed the board that the main steps going into the building leak to the basement. Further discussion on this topic will be held at the next meeting. The board then discussed maintenance needed for the front door of the building. The JDA offered to pay Turner to sand, stain, and varnish the door. Maintenance of the heating and cooling systems were then discussed, and Schnase was asked to get quotes for seasonal maintenances on these systems. Turner also stated that he is planning to open a restaurant in Towner after the 1st of the year to help generate income for 1909 Steakhouse.


Schnase informed the Board that the sale of the former Food Hub building has been finalized, the utilities have been changed, and the insurance has been terminated. Proceeds after closing costs were $8,706.82, with $4,043.90 going to USDA and $4,662.92 going to the Anamoose JDA.
