Mayor Ewert called the regular meeting of the Anamoose City Council to order this 13th day of October 2025, at 7:08 pm. Mertz, Lund, and B.Schmaltz were present. M.Schmaltz arrived later. Also present were Jesse Berg, Engineer with Moore Engineering, Tom Seig, Maintainer of the Sewer and Lagoon, Ron Hobbie, and Laurel Schnase, City Auditor.    


Minutes of the 9-08-2025 council meeting were read and approved. Mertz/B.Schmaltz. AIF

Treasurer’s Report for September was submitted and accepted as submitted. B.Schmaltz/Lund. AIF
 

[bookmark: _Hlk211525436]Berg presented the preliminary Anamoose Sewer and Lagoon Rehabilitation Project design to the council. The project cost has not changed from the estimated total of $1,860,000.00. USDA Rural Development awarded the city an $830,000.00 grant for this project. Berg asked Schnase to search for interest rates on interim financing of $1,030,000.00.  Berg stated the pros and cons of having one primary contract, or two primary contracts for this project. After much discussion, the council decided the best plan for the city would be to have one primary contract. Motion to authorize Moore Engineering to bid the Anamoose Sewer and Lagoon Rehabilitation Project. Lund/M.Schmaltz.  AIF  Motion to approve the preliminary project plans. Mertz/Lund.  AIF 
Berg stated that he will set a bid date after he gets the preliminary design approved by Rural Development.

Discussion on the work to be done on the drainage ditch by Goodwin’s residence resulted in the council deciding to table this until next spring.

The council discussed refunding paving assessments that were wrongly charged to a parcel in the city. Motion to refund M.Schmaltz $2,151.21. Lund/Mertz. AIF

Work on Avenue G West was discussed.  Dirt and sod have been removed along the city’s right-of-way on the north side of the street to help the flow of rain run off. The council decided to wait and see how the water flows next spring before making any further repairs.

Schnase shared the unannounced inspection report of the landfill from the ND Department of Environmental Quality. No deficiencies were reported. The council asked Schnase to apply for a burn variance to burn the pit when the conditions permit. 

The council reviewed an email from NDTC about the surveillance cameras that the city has leased for one year.  The buyout amount after the October lease payment will be $1,029.00. Schnase was asked to contact NDTC and see what the city’s options are before purchasing the cameras, which are installed on KB’s Bar on Main Street. Since these cameras use the business’s internet, the council decided to give annual credit on the City Fees charged to the bar. Motion to give KB’s bar an annual credit of $34.00 for internet use. M.Schmaltz/Mertz.  AIF

City Hall received an oral concern about the intersection of 2nd St. and Ave G West. The resident would like to see either  4-way stop signs or ‘Slow Dow – School Zone’ signs installed on the corner. Schnase was asked to contact Superintendent, Steve Heim, and discuss how this can be accomplished for the safety of the children.

Dave Olson applied for a building permit for a fence at 707 Main Street. The fence would be installed behind the building. M.Schmaltz stated that he would measure the setback needed before approving the permit. Motion to approve Olson’s building permit if he abides by the ordinance setback. M.Schmaltz/B/Schmaltz.  AIF
